Baznica ir celta 1567. gada, bet 1954. gada
to uzspridzingja. Tika nolemts baznicas
drupas nojaukt, atstajot tikai torni, ko 2010.
gada atjaunoja.

Labas prakses apraksts

Sv. Trisvienibas baznicas torpa stasts
aizsakas 1567.gada, kad hercogs Gothards
Ketlers izdeva rikojumu par jaunas baznicas
celSanu vacu draudzei Jelgava. 1574. gada
saka celt Sv. Trisvienibas baznicas miira
€ku, kas uzskatama par vienu no pasaulé
pirmajam jaunuzceltam baznicam luteranu
draudzei. Baznicas €kas iesvétiSana notika
1615. gada.

Baznicas tornis tika uzcelts 1688. gada
buvju meistara Martina Knoha (Knoch)
vadiba, bet 1862. gada p&c Emila Strausa
(Strauss) projekta torni parbiivéja, pacelot
to I1dz 80,5 metru augstumam.

Il Pasaules kara laika Jelgavas pilséta tika
nopostita. Lieli postijumi tika nodariti art
Jelgavas Sv. Trisvienibas dievnamam.
1954. gada baznicas altara dalu uzspridzina,
€kas miirus novac, atstajot zvanu torni, kas
kluva par militaru objektu.

2004. gada torni parsedza ar stikla jumtu, un
ta augstums sasniedza 50,17 metrus, torna
formu saglabajot arhitekta M. Knoha
veidotaja izskata.

Piesaistot Eiropas Savienibas finanSu
lidzeklus, péc vairak ka 60 gadu klus€sanas,
baznicas tornis atdzima 2010. gada 16.
novembri un Sobrid priecEé pilsétas
iedzivotajus un viesus ka vieta, kur atklat
daudz jauna un lieliski atpiisties.

Saglabajot
kaut tikai dalu no baznicas, ta sniedz
butisku liecibu par kadreiz€jas baznicas
ieklauSanos vide. Ta ir ka lieciba, ka Seit
kadreiz bija liela baznica, kas bija nozimigs
religiskais centrs ta laika Jelgava.

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JELGAVA HOLY TRINITY CHURCH TOWER

Short summary of the practice

The church was built in 1567, but was
blown up in 1954. It was decided to
demolish the ruins of the church, leaving
only the tower, which was restored in 2010.

Detailed information on the practice

The story of the tower of the St. Trinity
Church began in 1567, when Duke Gotthard
Kettler issued an order to build a new
church for the German congregation in
Jelgava. In 1574, construction began on the
brick building of the St. Trinity Church,
which is considered one of the world's first
newly built churches for the Lutheran
congregation. The consecration of the
church building took place in 1615.

The church tower was built in 1688 under
the leadership of the master builder Martin
Knoch, but in 1862, according to the project
of Emil Strauss, the tower was rebuilt,
raising it to a height of 80.5 meters. During
World War I, the city of Jelgava was
destroyed. Great damage was also caused to
the Jelgava St. Trinity Church. In 1954, part
of the altar of the church was blown up, the
walls of the building were removed, leaving
the bell tower, which became a military
facility. In 2004, the tower was covered
with a glass roof, and its height reached
50.17 meters, preserving the shape of the
tower in the appearance designed by the
architect M. Knoch.

By attracting financial resources from the
European Union, after more than 60 years
of silence, the church tower was reborn on
November 16, 2010 and currently delights
the city's residents and guests as a place to
discover many new things and have a great
time.

Evidence of success (result achieved)

It has been preserved thanks to the activities
of the local community, when in the
beginning of the nineties, in cooperation
with the Culture Center and the newspaper
"Zemgales zinas", annual charity actions
"We - the tower" were organized, the
purpose of which was to highlight the need
to restore the tower of the Holy Trinity.

Renovation works were carried out by the
municipality with ERDF funding.

The church houses a tourist information
center, an exhibition hall, historical
expositions, a viewing platform with a glass
floor. Annually, 24 000 people visit church.

Potential for learning or transfer

This experience can also be adopted by
other  municipalities, adapting their
religious heritage sites for tourism needs, so
that future generations can get acquainted
with historical evidence. By preserving
even just a part of the church, it provides
significant evidence of the integration of the
former church into the environment. It is
like evidence that there was once a large
church here, which was an important
religious center in Jelgava at that time.
